A musical work as a personification of an image em-
bodiing an aesthetic ideal in the contexts of creativity,
integrity, text (Using the example of modern philhar-
monic concert programs for children)

Abstract. The article analyzes the concept of “musical work” in the context of modern concert
practice. At the same time, the importance of distinguishing between a work of art and a synthesized
project is emphasized.

The author, being a certified composer with significant experience of cooperation with state
philharmonic societies of Russia, substantiates the need to create highly artistic original works for
children’s audiences, which should become an integral part of modern concert life.

The problem of emasculating the content of philharmonic concerts by synthesized projects that
prevail in philharmonic programs, restraining the development of professional composer’s creativ-
ity, is considered. In this regard, the author substantiates the need to create specialized legislation
regulating relations in this area.

The article is addressed to a wide range of readers interested in the problems of modern musical
art, pedagogy and psychology of art, cultural figures: compilers, presenters and conductors of phil-
harmonic concert programs, heads of philharmonic societies, etc.

Study on the Uyghur translation of Chinese medicine
terms in dream of red mansions: - cultural connotation
and precision strategy as a perspective

Abstract. This paper discusses in depth the Uyghur translation of Chinese medicine terms in
Dream of Red Mansions, and analyzes its performance in the transmission of cultural connotations
and the use of translation strategies by dissecting specific cases. It is found that Dream of Red Man-
sions contains rich knowledge of Chinese medicine, and its Uyghur translation has made some con-
tribution to the dissemination of Chinese medicine culture, but there are also many problems. The

Introduction

As an outstanding representative of the traditional culture of the Chinese na-
tion, Chinese medicine culture carries the crystallization of thousands of years of
wisdom and is a valuable cultural wealth of our country. It is not only a medical
science, but also contains profound philosophical thinking, humanistic spirit and
historical background. Dream of Red Mansions, as the pinnacle of Chinese classi-
cal literature, is like an encyclopedia, showing the richness of Chinese culture in
an all-round way, in which the presentation of knowledge of Chinese medicine is a
major highlight. The detailed description of TCM knowledge in the book involves
basic theories of TCM, pathology, traditional Chinese medicine, prescriptions and
other aspects, which provides vivid materials for us to understand the development
and application of TCM in ancient times. At a time of accelerated globalization,
China is actively promoting the dissemination of traditional Chinese culture on
the world stage, and the advancement of the “One Belt, One Road” initiative cre-
ates more opportunities for intercultural exchanges. Translation, as a key bridge
for cultural exchange, has become more and more important. Through transla-
tion, Chinese culture can go to the world, so that the world can better understand
China, which is of great significance to enhance China’s cultural soft power and
build the image of a great country. Dream of Red Mansions has attracted much
attention both at home and abroad because of its profound cultural heritage and
outstanding artistic value. Translation research on it not only helps to spread Chi-
nese culture, but also promotes understanding and communication among dif-
ferent cultures. However, due to the significant differences between Chinese and
Western cultures as well as the cultures of various ethnic groups, there are many
challenges in the translation process of Dream of Red Mansions, especially the
translation of Chinese medicine terms. Chinese medicine terms have unique cul-
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tural connotations and professional characteristics, and their translation involves
not only language conversion, but also the transmission of culture. How to accu-
rately and appropriately translate these terms into Uyghur so that Uyghur readers
can understand and appreciate the cultural connotations is an urgent problem to
be solved. Translation studies have gone through a long period of development,
from the initial simple code-switching to the gradual deepening of cultural level
considerations. Nowadays, people realize that translation is not only the conver-
sion of language, but also the transmission of culture. The translation of literary
works involves multidisciplinary knowledge, and it is often difficult to grasp its
essence only from the perspective of language, so the role of cultural factors in
translation has been increasingly emphasized. Among the many translations of
Dream of Red Mansions, the Uyghur translation provides an important way for
the dissemination of Chinese medicine culture among Uyghurs and other minori-
ty groups. However, due to the difference in cognitive background between the
author of the original text and the readers of the translated text, the phenomenon
of “cultural omission” inevitably occurs, which brings difficulties in the translation
of Chinese medicine terms. Previously, the translation studies of Dream of Red
Mansions focused on familiar words and dress words, but there is a relative lack of
studies on the translation of Chinese medicine terms, especially from the perspec-
tive of cultural connotation and precise translation strategies. Therefore, an in-
depth study of the Uyghur translation of TCM terms in Dream of Red Mansions,
exploring their cultural connotations and searching for precise translation strat-
egies, is of great theoretical and practical significance, and is expected to provide
new ideas and methods for the dissemination and development of TCM culture.

1. Analysis of Chinese Medicine Terminology in the Uyghur Translation
of Dream of Red Mansions

1.1 Rich Knowledge of Chinese Medicine Dream of Red Mansions contains
extremely rich knowledge of Chinese medicine, just like a treasure house of
Chinese medicine culture

According to statistics, 66 chapters of this work, i.e., more than half of the
chapters involve the knowledge of Chinese medicine, which is detailed in 291
places with more than 5000 words. The book covers 161 terms, 114 kinds of dis-
eases, 125 kinds of Chinese medicines, 45 formulas, 14 doctors, and 13 disease
cases, which are rich and varied, demonstrating the author Cao Xueqin’s pro-
ficiency in the knowledge of Chinese medicine. The author skillfully integrates
the knowledge of Chinese medicine with the descriptions of the work, which
elevates the Chinese cultural flavor of the work to a new level. For example,
through the description of the characters’ illnesses and the narration of the treat-
ment process, the unique methods of TCM in diagnosing and treating diseases
are demonstrated; through the use of Chinese herbal prescriptions, the idea of
TCM'’s diagnosis and treatment is embodied. These descriptions not only enrich
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the content of the work, but also provide vivid cases for readers to understand
the practice of ancient Chinese medicine.

1.2 Translation Analysis of Specific Terms

Terminology of TCM: The terminology of TCM contains profound classical
Chinese philosophical ideas, such as the concepts of “yin and yang” and “five
elements”. The doctrine of “yin and yang” embodies the understanding of the
traditional Chinese philosophy on the relationship between nature and human
body, which is the description of the objective law of nature and the movement
of everything in the world in ancient China, and it represents the most basic
antagonistic relationship of things, in which yin and yang, with opposite attri-
butes, oppose, constrain and transform each other, and it is used to describe the
organization of human body in TCM. In Chinese medicine, it is used to describe
the organizational structure, physiological functions and pathological changes
of the human body. There is no direct equivalent in Uyghur, so the translator
may use interpretive translation to describe the interrelationship of yin and yang
and their embodiment in the human body, but it may be difficult for such trans-
lation to fully convey its philosophical depth and cultural connotations. For ex-
ample, in the thirty-first chapter, Xiangyun discusses “yin and yang” with her
maid Cuizhi, the term “yin and yang” in the original is a unique term in ancient
Chinese philosophy, and the translator uses the terms musbit (plus) and manpi
(minus) to indicate that there is no corresponding term. The translator used
musbat positive (plus) and médnpi negative (minus) in the translation, and in the
absence of a corresponding term, the phonetic translation using the dissimila-
tion strategy conveys to the reader to a certain extent the fundamental theoret-
ical characteristics of “yin and yang”in Chinese medicine, but readers may still
need to further understand the deeper philosophical and cultural connotations
of the term. “The correspondence between gold, wood, water, fire, and earth
in the doctrine of the five elements and the five human organs also needs to be
explained in detail in the translation. In Chinese medicine, the five elements cor-
respond to the five organs, which are liver-wood, heart-fire, spleen-earth, lungs-
gold, and kidneys-water. The wood in nature has the characteristics of growth,
ascension, relaxation, and organization, and the liver likes to be organized and
hates to be depressed, and it has the function of regulating the blood and gi, and
regulating the emotions and moods, therefore, it is necessary to explain in detail
when translating, It has the function of dredging up qi and blood, and regulating
emotions, so the liver belongs to the wood, and so on. Translators translate the
Five Elements using a dissimilation strategy, i.e., direct translation with foot-
notes, e.g., liver-wood (dérax), heart-fire (ot), spleen-earth (tupraq), lung-gold
(mital), and kidney-water (su), but some of the translations do not explain the
doctrine of the five elements with the five organs, which tends to confuse readers
who are not well versed in Chinese medicine culture.

Pathology-related terms: Dream of Red Mansions describes a variety of dis-
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eases, and the translation of these pathology-related terms needs to take into
account the characteristics of Chinese medicine and Uyghur language expres-
sion habits. The names of some diseases have a strong cultural color of Chinese
medicine, such as “Liver Depression and Qi Stagnation”, which is not only relat-
ed to the physiological function of the liver, but also related to emotions and the
operation of qi and blood. Translating such terms in Uyghur is not an easy task
to accurately convey the pathological mechanisms of the conditions. Translators
may need to make appropriate adjustments and explanations, taking into account
Uyghur medicine’s knowledge of similar illnesses, so that readers of the translat-
ed text can understand the nature of the illness. For example, when describing a
character’s illness, some terms specific to Chinese medicine are often used, which
do not have direct equivalents in Uyghur, and the translator needs to convey their
meanings by means of paraphrasing and interpretation. However, such cross-cul-
tural translation may lead to the loss of some cultural connotations and affect the
readers’ understanding of the uniqueness of TCM pathology. Taking “liver de-
pression and stagnation of qi” as an example, the translator may interpret it as
poor qi and blood circulation in the liver, but may not be able to fully convey
to the reader the cultural connotation of the relationship between emotions and
internal organs in TCM.TCM and formula terminology: The translation of TCM
names and formula names is unique. Some of the 125 Chinese medicines men-
tioned in Dream of Red Mansions may not exist or be perceived differently in the
Uyghur region. For example, the Chinese medicine “ginseng” has rich symbolic
meaning and medicinal value in Chinese culture. It is not only a precious herb, but
also often associated with concepts such as nourishment and health maintenance.
Translation should not only convey its name, but also explain its origin and effi-
cacy. The name of a formula, such as “Four Substances Tang”, is more difficult to
translate because it must reflect not only the constituent herbs of the formula, but
also its main medical conditions and effects. Translators may adopt the method
of phonetic translation and Italian translation, such as translating “ginseng” as
“rensen”, but there is still room for improvement in conveying the TCM theo-
ry and cultural significance behind the formula. For some compound prescrip-
tions, it is even more important to accurately convey the synergistic relationship
and synergistic effect between the various medicines, as well as the disease and
treatment principle of the prescription, which is a great challenge for translators.

1.3 Translation Characteristics

As a whole, the Uyghur translation of Dream of Red Mansions shows some
flexibility in the translation of Chinese medicine terms. The translators will use
a variety of translation methods comprehensively according to the characteris-
tics of different terms and try to make the translation conform to the linguistic
habits of Uyghur language as much as possible. To a certain extent, the cultur-
al characteristics of Chinese medicine terminology are preserved, and through
notes or explanatory texts, readers are helped to understand some concepts that
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are difficult to translate directly. For example, when translating some terms with
cultural connotations, the translator will adopt the way of adding notes to give a
brief introduction to the related TCM knowledge, so that readers can better un-
derstand the meaning of the original text. However, due to the great differences
in culture and language, some of the translations still appear to be hard and
fail to fully realize the precise transmission of cultural connotations. The rich
cultural imagery and philosophical ideas embedded in some TCM terms may be
simplified or diluted in the translation process, affecting readers’ comprehensive
understanding of TCM culture.

1.4 Translation Achievements and Shortcomings

The achievement of this translation lies in opening a window for Uyghur read-
ers to understand the TCM culture in Dream of Red Mansions, so that the TCM
culture can be more widely disseminated in ethnic minority areas. The translator
has made efforts and accumulated some experience in dealing with complex Chi-
nese medicine terminology. Through the translation, Uyghur readers are able to get
in touch with the rich knowledge of TCM in Dream of Dream of Red Mansions
and feel the charm of TCM culture. However, the shortcomings are more obvious.

1.4.1 Translation Achievements

The achievement of this translation lies in opening a window for Uyghur
readers to understand the culture of Chinese medicine in Dream of Red Man-
sions, so that the culture of Chinese medicine can be more widely disseminated
in ethnic minority areas. The translator has made efforts and accumulated some
experience in dealing with the complex TCM terminology. The specific perfor-
mance is as follows:

Dissemination of TCM culture: By translating the TCM terminology in
Dream of Red Mansions into Uyghur, Uyghur-speaking readers, who were orig-
inally unfamiliar with TCM culture, have the opportunity to contact and under-
stand this unique cultural field. This helps to broaden the readers’ knowledge
and enhance their understanding of the plurality of Chinese culture, and pro-
motes the exchange and integration between different ethnic cultures.

Preservation of cultural characteristics: To a certain extent, the cultural char-
acteristics of Chinese medicine terminology are preserved. The translator has
adopted various ways, such as using notes or explanatory texts for some con-
cepts that are difficult to translate directly, so that readers can have a preliminary
understanding of the cultural connotations behind Chinese medicine terminol-
ogy. This treatment reduces to a certain extent the obstacles to understanding
due to cultural differences, and lays the foundation for the dissemination of Chi-
nese medicine culture in ethnic minority areas.

Accumulation of translation experience: In the face of the rich variety and
complexity of TCM terminology in Dream of Red Mansions, the translator has
accumulated valuable experience through continuous exploration and attempts
in the translation process. These experiences have certain reference value for the
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subsequent translation work of Chinese medicine terminology as well as oth-
er translation projects involving traditional culture, and help to promote the
translation field to be more mature and perfect in dealing with similar culturally
loaded words.

2.4.2 Inadequate Translation

However, the translation also has some deficiencies in the translation of
TCM terms, which are mainly reflected in the following aspects:

Inaccurate conveyance of cultural connotations: some of the terminology trans-
lations fail to accurately convey their cultural connotations, leading to difficulties in
readers’ understanding. TCM terminology often carries rich historical, philosoph-
ical and cultural information, which is easily lost or misunderstood in the trans-
lation process. For example, some terms that reflect the unique theoretical system
of TCM, such as “qi and blood” and “meridians”, although the translators may
have translated them literally, they have failed to convey their deeper cultural and
medical connotations to the readers in an appropriate way. This makes the readers
may be confused in understanding the theories of Chinese medicine and related
contents, and unable to truly appreciate the essence of Chinese medicine culture.

Translation consistency problem: There is a problem in translation consis-
tency, where the translation of the same or similar terms in different contexts
may differ. This inconsistency can cause confusion in readers’ understanding
and affect their systematic grasp of the TCM knowledge in the work. For ex-
ample, for the translation of certain Chinese medicine names or TCM diseases,
different translations may appear in different chapters, which not only destroys
the coherence of the translation, but also reduces the professionalism and cred-
ibility of the translation.

Insufficient display of unique charm: The translation fails to fully display
the unique charm of some terms with deep cultural heritage. Many words in
TCM terminology have unique imagery and symbolism, and these elements are
important parts of TCM culture. However, in the process of translation, due to
various reasons, these unique charms are often neglected or diluted. Take the
names of some prescriptions as an example, the names may contain rich his-
torical allusions or cultural meanings, but the translation may simply translate
the composition or effects of the prescriptions without conveying the cultural
flavor, which makes it difficult for readers to feel the profoundness and unique
charm of Chinese medicine culture.

Improper handling of cultural omissions: Due to the difference in cognitive
background between the author of the original text and the readers of the trans-
lated text, the phenomenon of “cultural omissions” inevitably occurs. When
dealing with these cultural omissions, some translations fail to adopt effective
compensation strategies. For example, some TCM concepts closely related to
traditional Chinese culture, such as the five elements and the balance of yin and
yang, may be unfamiliar to Uyghur readers. If the translator does not provide
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appropriate explanations or backgrounds for these concepts when translating,
the readers may be puzzled by the related contents, thus affecting their under-
standing of the whole work.

Stiff language expression: Some translators appear to be stiff in language ex-
pression, failing to give full consideration to the linguistic habits and aesthetic
characteristics of Uyghur language. The terminology of Chinese medicine itself
is quite specialized and obscure, and if it cannot be well transformed into natural
and fluent Uyghur expressions in the translation, it will make the translated text
read awkwardly and unnaturally, which will reduce the reading experience of
the readers. To a certain extent, this also affects the dissemination effect of TCM
culture among Uyghur readers.

Bias in understanding of specialized knowledge: In individual cases, the
translator’s understanding of specialized knowledge of Chinese medicine may
be biased, leading to errors or inaccuracies in translation. The theory and prac-
tice of Chinese medicine has a unique system and logic, and for translators
who are not familiar with Chinese medicine, misunderstandings may occur in
the process of understanding and translation. For example, inaccurate under-
standing of the pathological mechanisms of certain conditions or the efficacy
of Chinese medicines may result in the translation failing to accurately convey
the meaning of the original text, thus affecting the readers’ correct acquisition of
knowledge about Chinese medicine.

Insufficient consideration of readers” acceptance: In the process of translation,
the acceptance and comprehension of the readers of the translated text are not
considered comprehensively enough. Some translation methods and strategies
may focus too much on retaining the form and content of the original text, while
ignoring the readers’ actual feelings and comprehension difficulties during the
reading process. This may lead to the fact that the translated text, although more
accurate at the academic level, is difficult for ordinary readers to comprehend,
thus limiting the dissemination of TCM culture among a wider group of readers.

Lack of systematicity and standardization: On the whole, the translation lacks
systematicity and standardization in the translation of Chinese medicine terms.
A complete and unified set of translation standards and methods has not been
formed, leading to differences in the translation treatment of different parts by
different translators or the same translator. This lack of systematic translation is
not conducive to the accurate dissemination and inheritance of Chinese medicine
culture, and also brings certain difficulties to the subsequent research and study.

Problem of adaptability to the times: With the development of the times and the
continuous dissemination of Chinese medicine culture, some new Chinese medi-
cine concepts and terminologies keep emerging, while the readers’ cognition and
needs of Chinese medicine culture are also changing. To a certain extent, the trans-
lation may not be able to keep up with these changes in time, and there is insuffi-
cient response to some new elements or readers’ needs in the translation, which
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makes the translation have certain limitations in terms of epochal adaptability.

Summary:

This study focuses on the Uyghur translation of Chinese medicine terms in
Dream of Red Mansions and analyzes the cultural connotation and translation
strategies in depth, aiming to provide valuable references for the dissemination
of Chinese medicine culture and the study of Chinese medicine translation.

As a masterpiece of Chinese classical literature, Dream of Red Mansions con-
tains rich knowledge of Chinese medicine, which is like a treasure house of Chi-
nese medicine culture. Its Uyghur translation has built an important bridge for
the dissemination of TCM culture among Uyghur and other minority groups.
However, through the detailed analysis of the translation of Chinese medicine
terms in the translation, we find that there are many problems and challenges.

In terms of translating the basic theories of Chinese medicine, such as “yin
and yang” and “five elements”, due to their profound classical Chinese phil-
osophical thoughts, there is no direct equivalent in Uyghur, and the existing
translations have adopted methods such as explanatory translations or direct
translations with footnotes, but the existing translations have not been effective
in conveying their philosophical depth and cultural connotations. Although the
existing translations adopt methods such as explanatory translation or direct
translation with footnotes, they are insufficient in conveying the philosophical
depth and cultural connotation. In the translation of terms related to pathology,
although it is necessary to take into account the characteristics of Chinese med-
icine and the expression habits of Uyghur language, the cross-cultural transla-
tion leads to the loss of some cultural connotations, which affects the readers’
understanding of the uniqueness of Chinese medicine and pathology. It is more
difficult to translate the terminology of traditional Chinese medicine and pre-
scription, and it is difficult to accurately convey the symbolism of traditional
Chinese medicine and the composition and efficacy of prescription, etc. The ex-
isting translations still have room for improvement in presenting the theoretical
and cultural significance of traditional Chinese medicine.

Although the translations show a certain degree of flexibility in translating
TCM terminology, utilizing a variety of methods in a comprehensive manner,
preserving cultural characteristics to a certain extent and helping readers under-
stand through annotations, some of the translations are hard and the cultural
connotations are not accurately conveyed due to cultural and linguistic differ-
ences. At the same time, there are problems with the consistency of translation,
as the same or similar terms may be translated differently in different contexts,
and the unique charm of some culturally profound terms is not sufficiently dis-
played, which affects the effect of TCM culture dissemination.

To address these problems, we propose a series of precise translation strate-
gies. In the process of translation, we should uphold the cultural characteristics
and focus on the conceptual and cultural charms, for example, the translation of
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“yin and yang” adopts the phonetic translation method of the alienation strate-
gy, so as to achieve the equivalence of communication purposes on the basis of
maintaining the conceptual and cultural characteristics of Chinese medicine ter-
minology. Adhering to the multiple semantics of Chinese medicine and clarify-
ing the meanings of terms according to the context, for example, the translation
of “qi” reflects the original flavor of Chinese medicine by staying close to the cul-
ture and life of Uyghur medicine. Adopting the method of direct translation and
annotation to explain terms such as “five elements”, so that readers can obtain
basic information about Chinese culture. Flexible use of the Italian translation
strategy, such as the translation of “pulse”, to realize the semantic equivalence
of vocabulary, and at the same time, the Italian translation and phonetic trans-
lation can retain the cultural characteristics of Chinese medicine and reproduce
the aesthetic style of the original work.

In addition, translators should have solid basic knowledge of ancient Chi-
nese language, philosophy and Chinese medicine, and study Dream of Red
Mansions in depth in order to better understand and convey the cultural con-
notations of the original text. With the increasing demand for translation in
the society, it is necessary to summarize the lessons learned, set up a systemat-
ic translation research team, and formulate unified standards, principles and
strategies to continuously enhance the influence and popularity of Chinese
medicine culture, and to promote the effective dissemination of Chinese med-
icine culture among different cultures.

The communicative nature of jazz

Abstract. The presented research is devoted to the consideration of the influence of jazz im-
provisation from the point of view of the transformation of jazz into a unique and universal form
of communication between musicians, influencing the forms of relations between people around
the world. This phenomenon is explained by the fact that the ability to convey musical thought to
each other and develop it leads to the fact that people, having learned to hear each other in musical
co-creation, begin to “hear” the world around them and the intonation codes of human communi-
cation, regardless of which part of the world they live in. The purpose of the work is to analyze the
dialectic of the communicative nature of instrumental and vocal jazz in their historically formed
directions and evolution from the origins to the present. The methodological basis of this work is
made up of domestic and foreign studies that reveal the history and evolution of jazz, its style and
musical language, the study of jazz improvisation, the phenomenon of which allowed us to reveal the
historically emerging dialectic of the communicative nature of jazz.

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Language as “house of being” and “philosophy” of
soil: German thinkers on the reception of ethnic lin-
guoculture

Abstract. The article deals with the relationship between the existential categories of “lan-
guage” and “soil”, which worried the outstanding speakers of German language and culture of
the XIX-XX centuries - writers G. Boll and E. Jiinger, philosophers M. Heidegger and O. Spengler.
The views of the thinkers are in correlation and can be interpreted as a trinity of soil-blood-language
(Boden-Blut-Sprache). The humanist Heinrich Béll figuratively and extremely accurately defines the
essence of the mother tongue as “a certificate that no one has to sign or renew”. His compatriot Ernst
Jinger - writer, philosopher - meticulously describes in his diary “Radiations” the experiments of
soil cultivation, thus subconsciously actualizing the dichotomy of language and soil. Language ac-
cording to Martin Heidegger is the “house of being,” a house that emerged from the soil of dialects.
“Praphenomenon” or prototype of all things, an immutable basis (soil) for culture - this is the nature
of language, according to Oswald Spengler. In our opinion, the philosophical inferences of thinkers
testify to the materialistic and categorical nature of ethnic linguoculture, the features of which are
found in the grammatical structure, phonetics, morphology of the German language. The interdis-
ciplinary approach in the context of linguoculturology makes it possible to reveal this relationship,
and it seems appropriate both from the point of view of understanding and methodology of teaching
German, which, in turn, indicates the practical significance of the presented article.

The influence of European traditions on the develop-

Reflection of the relationship between the concepts of
everyday life and in the paintings of Chinese artists

Abstract. The article considers the possibility of studying the culture of everyday life through
the analysis of works of art created by contemporary Chinese painters. Considering that the repro-
duced scenes of the genre of everyday life, created street sketches, capture certain moods, details of
everyday life, work and other details of human existence, the authors analyze the cultural values of
the country that determine each specific work of Chinese artists. Cultural identity, obvious in ac-

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The image of Russia in the works of Chinese artists.
Dialogue of cultures

Abstract. The article examines the transformation of the image of Russia in the works of Chi-
nese artists in different time periods, analyzes the historical aspect of artistic exchange between Chi-
na and Russia the influence of artistic styles and techniques on the development of artistic creativity
of Chinese artists. It traces how, as cultural exchange deepened, the artistic style of Chinese artists
was formed and how the image of Russia changed in geographical landscapes, urban space and the
image of a person depicted in the works of Chinese artists from the mid-20th century to the pres-
ent. During the Soviet period, Chinese art was influenced by the realistic style, which later affected
Chinese painting as a whole. Currently, cultural exchange between China and Russia has become
more diverse, which contributes to the development and mutual enrichment of various creative
directions, including the fine arts of both countries.

In this study, using the example of individual works of Chinese painters, the image of Russia is
presented through the image of natural landscapes and urban space of those cities where artists from
China studied or traveled, as well as through images of Russian characters with pronounced indi-
vidual traits. These works not only demonstrate the deep understanding and perception of Russian
culture by Chinese artists, but also reflect their subtle perception of the image of another country.

The object of the study is the image of Russia: the subject is the dynamics of the image of Russia
in the works of Chinese artists from the mid-20th century. and to the present time. The purpose of
this article is to explore the dynamics of the image of Russia in Chinese painting from the mid-20th
to the present and to trace the influence of artistic styles and techniques of the Russian art school
on the work of Chinese artists. The work used a structural-functional approach, methods of analysis
and synthesis: based on the analysis of domestic and foreign scientific research sites, basic informa-
tion was collected on the topic - the dynamics of the image of Russia in Chinese painting from the
mid-20th to the present. Dialogue of cultures.

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Ethnic information and ethnocultural stereotypes in
the regional press of Kuzbass (the period of “revival”
of autochthonous ethnic groups, 1990 - 2004)

Abstract. In the Kuzbass press of the post-Soviet period, a direction has developed that
covers the unfolding ethnocultural initiatives of the multinational population of the region.
In the article, based on the content analysis carried out by the author, an attempt is made to
characterize the stereotypes broadcast by the regional press through ethnic information. The
rather active position of representatives of indigenous ethnic groups (Shors and Teleuts living
in the Kemerovo region) in the creative understanding and development of their cultural heri-
tage also determined the interested attention to them from journalists. The variety of forms of
ethnocultural self-presentation of peoples, their access to the level of socially significant events,
as well as constant information support from the media make it relevant to study the image of
this phenomenon, transmitted to the mass consciousness by the regional press. At the stage of
organizational formation of the «ethnocultural revival movement» in Kuzbass (which fits well
into the stated chronological framework), the specifics of its reflection in the regional periodical
press also developed. The latter can be seen quite clearly in the materials of mass publications
on a regional scale (such as the newspapers «Kuzbass», «Kuznetsky Krai»). Almost all of the
analyzed stories are aimed at forming in the readership a constructive image of both intereth-
nic relations in the region and the activities of regional and district authorities in the «ethnic»
sphere. This is manifested in the topics covered (for example, mass ethnocultural events, social
security of remote villages with an autochthonous Shor population, participation of civil society
institutions in the life of the region), as well as in the clearly visible «solidarity» (or neutral)
position of the authors of newspaper materials themselves.

The culinary identity of Northeastern Italy: from tradi-
tions to distinctive features

Abstract. Northeastern Italy, including Trentino-Alto Adige, Veneto, Emilia-Romagna, and
Friuli Venezia Giulia, is a unique region with a distinct culinary identity. Compared to Southern
and Central Italy, the climate in these areas is more temperate, which influences the types of food
consumed. While the Mediterranean diet, based on olive oil, wheat, and wine, remains dominant, in
the North, it is complemented by meat dishes, and rice and corn are frequently used. In Trentino-Al-

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to Adige, for example, livestock farming prevails, leading to high meat consumption. Agritourism,
developing in the Alpine zone, is becoming an important part of the region’s gastronomic culture.
Interestingly, pasta is less common in Northeastern Italy than in other parts of the country, with
meat dishes taking a central role in the diet. This article explores how these dietary characteristics
are linked to the historical, cultural, and economic processes of the region and how they reflect its
culinary heritage and uniqueness.

The relationship of life orientations with individual
characteristics of the cognitive sphere (using the exam-
ple of a Chinese sample)

Abstract. Life orientations as the basic orientations of life reflect a certain angle of view on the
image of the world. There are studies that show that the structure of basic life orientations among
Chinese differs from that of Russians, for example (Qin et al., 2023). The factor structure has specif-
ics in the Chinese and Russian samples. In the Russian selection, as a rule, of the four factors, three
characterize the creative orientation of a personality, the desire to transform the inner and outer

established traditions (Romanenko and Yashchenko, 2022). The Chinese generally tend to avoid un-
ambiguous decisions and resort to semitones in life and the assessment of its phenomena, preferring
the “golden mean” (Merkulov, 2022). At the same time, psychological studies of the mentality and
behavioral pattern of the Chinese are rare.

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The role of digital diplomacy in international relations

Abstract. This article is devoted to the issues of functioning of the system of international re-
lations in the conditions of digitalization of society, which is directly related to the emergence of
such a phenomenon as digital diplomacy. Having analyzed the notion of “digital diplomacy” and
related terms and touched upon the history of digital diplomacy formation, the author of the article
considers the tasks, main directions and features that are inherent in digital diplomacy; gives ex-
amples of typical means of its implementation. The article pays special attention to the possibilities
of social networks in promoting the foreign policy of states and solving the problems of relations
between states in the international arena. The article concludes that digital diplomacy is a powerful
tool for regulating international relations, primarily due to its ability to attract public attention to
international politics and maintain a certain level of interaction both between states and between
the political elite and citizens.

Key words: digitalization, digital diplomacy, Internet, social media, international relations.
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Previously, diplomacy as an activity of heads of state, governments and spe-
cial bodies protecting the interests of their state in the international arena was
considered a relatively “closed” field of activity, but today it is becoming more
and more open to society, to ordinary citizens. This became possible due to the
dynamic development of digital technologies and the Internet, which “blurred
the boundaries between states, forming a single global information society and
having an impact on all spheres, including the processes taking place in world
politics” [1, p. 78]. This phenomenon has led to the fact that digital diplomacy
has become one of the tools of political influence on society, which has been
particularly successful in building relations between states and in shaping public
opinion on issues related to international politics.

The theory of digital diplomacy as a component of the political culture of
society began to take shape at the end of the twentieth century. It was at this
time that the international community realized the importance of implementing
new effective methods of diplomacy that would go beyond the official political
institutions.

Today, diplomacy, which includes elements of Internet activity using elec-
tronic devices, has a number of nominations: digital diplomacy, electronic di-
plomacy, e-diplomacy, social media diplomacy, etc.

Foreign researchers most often use the phrase electronic diplomacy. This
term was first mentioned in the works of F. Hanson’s “Revolution and the State
Department: The Spread of Electronic Diplomacy” and “Freshly Baked and Sent:
e-Diplomacy and the State Department”, published in 2012. The main goal of
the scientist was an attempt to systematize programmatic work in the field of di-
plomacy. Hanson defines electronic diplomacy as the ability to use the Internet
and other information and communication technologies to achieve and lobby
for foreign policy goals and interests of the state. Moreover, he identifies eight
priority areas of e-diplomacy: knowledge management, public diplomacy, infor-
mation management, consular support, emergency response, Internet freedom,
external resources, and political planning [3].

But in Russia, the term digital diplomacy has “taken root”, which was given
“life” by one of the well-known researchers in the field of the latest digital tech-
nologies, L. Permyakova. Noting that “digital diplomacy is mainly applied in
nature and is especially useful in working with a foreign audience, in matters of
broadcasting the official position and shaping the image of the state” [2], Larisa
Permyakova explains the need to introduce digital diplomacy into the system of
international relations in this way: the policy of states living in the information
space is characterized by “forced openness” and if this space is not filled with
objective information, it will be filled by other participants in world relations,
which may negatively affect the implementation of foreign policy objectives [2].

N. Tsvetkova calls digital diplomacy the public diplomacy of Web 2.0. She
calls the main methods of this diplomacy the placement of radio and television
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programs on the Internet, the dissemination of publicly available literature on
the domestic and foreign policies of countries around the world, monitoring of
the blog space, as well as sending information using mobile phones [4].

In her writings on the introduction of digital technologies into the practice of
international relations, Russian political scientist E.S. Zinovieva does not adhere
to any single term nominating a new type of diplomatic interaction between
states, but calls diplomacy based on the use of information and communication
technologies (ICT), digital diplomacy, Internet diplomacy, and diplomacy. so-
cial networks, and web 2.0. diplomacy, considering all these terms synonymous,
which denote one common phenomenon - the digitalization of diplomatic re-
lations, which implies the widespread use of ICT, including new media, social
media networks, blogs, etc. for government agencies to carry out foreign policy
activities [5]. In other words, digital diplomacy in the broad sense of this con-
cept is the use of the Internet and information and communication technologies
to solve diplomatic problems.

Digital diplomacy, as a new and quite effective phenomenon of international
relations, has gone through three stages in its development.

The first stage covers the period from 2010 to 2012. It was a period of adap-
tation of diplomatic structures to digital technologies and the beginning of the
spread of social networks. At the same time, countries such as the United States,
Russia, China, Germany and France have taken the leading positions in the dig-
italization of international relations. Already at the beginning of its formation,
digital diplomacy began to be perceived as a means of promoting a positive image
of the state. Therefore, despite the fact that at that time “there were no large-scale
digital information campaigns, the organizers of digital diplomacy were given tac-
tical tasks to expand their online presence” [4, p. 22]. This task was accomplished
by creating “institutional and personal profiles on social networks that mobilized
the target audience around the values and policies of individual states” [4, p. 23].

At the second stage of digitalization of diplomatic relations, which lasted
from 2013 to 2017, “special programming and analysis tools for social networks
(algorithms) were created, which allowed digital diplomacy to be more targeted
in terms of directing information flows to individual groups on social networks”
[4, p. 23]. It was the second stage of the development of digital diplomacy that
changed this phenomenon globally, as a serious campaign began in all devel-
oped countries aimed at “massive dissemination of information and propagan-
da to promote the position of states” [4, p. 23]. In addition, at this stage, “meth-
ods for analyzing digital user behavior, including moods and preferences, began
to be developed and applied, the Internet space was monitored in real time, and
systems were being developed to protect components of the diplomatic activity
infrastructure from cybercriminals” [4, p. 23].

Digital diplomacy of the third period, which began in 2018 and continues
to the present, “uses new technological techniques, including the capabilities of
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artificial intelligence and big data analysis” [4, p. 23], which is why it is called
data diplomacy. By using tools and methods for collecting and processing huge
amounts of both structured and unstructured information (the so-called “big
data” or big data) to solve specific problems of international politics, digital di-
plomacy creates great opportunities for information work in foreign countries
(usually through social networks). At the same time, this work can be directed
not only towards the entire audience of the nation-state, but also at a specific,
target audience.

Currently, digital diplomacy should be considered as an effective and useful
resource for the entire global community. For example, in the field of consular
activities, digital technologies are used to process and prepare visa documen-
tation, and to contact citizens abroad. Digital technologies help to quickly re-
solve issues and problems in case of emergencies. Moreover, digital diplomacy
is widely used when it is not possible to make international contacts offline. So,
in 2020, at the height of the COVID-19 pandemic, virtual summits, conferences
and meetings were held at the international level, where important global issues
related to the future of humanity (for example, the problem of climate change)
were resolved. During this period of time, for the first time in history, it was
information and telecommunication technologies that became the key means of
organizing meetings and negotiations between government and political figures,
whose communication took place through the use of digital bots and channels.

As noted above, social networks are an important tool for implementing
digital diplomacy. If we talk about promoting the foreign policy course of the
state, then social networks have great potential in this regard, since they create
a favorable political environment for promoting the national interests of their
country, for researching public opinion and solving public problems by working
with target groups.

In Europe and the United States, the social network Twitter has become an
important channel for international political communication, now renamed
X. American journalist Eva Gardeur believes that, among all world-class social
networks, Twitter has developed a new method of managing diplomatic rela-
tions. Matthias Lufkens, the former head of the digital technology department
at the World Economic Forum, even suggested introducing the term Twitter
diplomacy, emphasizing the role of this social network in shaping the politi-
cal image of heads of state, in the work of heads of international government
organizations and diplomats seeking to bring positions closer on international
issues. Governments of almost all countries of the world are officially represent-
ed on this platform. According to a study by the global company BCW (Burson
Cohn & Wolfe) conducted back in 2018, out of almost a thousand Twitter ac-
counts, more than half are institutional in nature, i.e. belong to heads of state
and government, as well as foreign ministers of 187 countries [3].

By implementing international politics in the space of this and other social
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networks, employees of ministries of foreign Affairs, consulates, diplomatic mis-
sions, as well as heads of state, government and ministries themselves have the
opportunity to expand the boundaries of their communication and learn the
opinion of civil society regarding the issues of their country’s foreign policy,
other states and international politics in general. US President Donald Trump is
among the most famous foreign statesmen who use social media most actively.

According to statistics, Russia is the leading power in the field of digitaliza-
tion of diplomatic relations. Thanks to the development of digital channels, Rus-
sian diplomats, employees of diplomatic departments and consulates are able to
quickly respond to disinformation, as well as conduct information campaigns
that affect the political or economic situation in foreign countries.

After the start of its military operation, the Russian Federation faced an ex-
tensive information campaign conducted by the “collective West”, which was
aimed at discrediting the image of the Russian leadership, the Russian people
and the entire state as a whole. Russia’s response to all attacks was to strengthen
the country’s digital sovereignty. Facebook Instagrammag staft began to con-
duct information and explanatory work at the international level after the ban
on the use of American social networks (Twitter, Facebook, Instagram) on the
territory of Russia. The profiles of Russian media, Ministries of Foreign Affairs,
and private accounts of diplomatic staff have become extremely active on the
social network X (formerly Twitter), overshadowing even the Russian VK plat-
form. Internet broadcasting has also been involved, which, together with online
information media, has devoted a lot of effort and attention to communicat-
ing Russia’s position on the current situation to a global audience. The statistics
speak for themselves: “If in the period from January 1, 2021 to February 24,
2022, the Russian international broadcasting channels responsible for digital
content published 22 thousand posts, then only three months after the start of
their work 36 thousand posts were published on the Twitter platform” [5].

It should be noted that the People’s Republic of China is also pursuing a
certain policy related to the promotion of national interests in the international
arena. Back in the early 2000s, China began using digital tools in the interna-
tional arena to promote its foreign policy course. With the help of online media,
where much attention is paid to photos and videos, social networks, and mobile
applications, information provided by Chinese diplomatic structures is instantly
distributed to all corners of the world. Due to the promptness and timely sub-
mission of truthful material, the process of conducting propaganda events and
provocative reports with distortion of facts, which have long been part of the
policy of the Western world, is hampered [1, p. 78].

In China, the most active users of social media are CCP members and
employees of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, who instantly spread the news
through all channels, preventing it from reaching users in a distorted form. As
noted by A.R. Alikberova and D.A. Balakin, “China’s digital diplomacy is defen-
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sive in nature. One of the priorities of the PRC’s foreign policy is to create and
promote a positive image of China and the Chinese people, and to clarify the
country’s foreign policy position on the most sensitive issues of international
politics” [1, p. 79].

So, the transformation of the system of international relations has led to the
development of new forms of interaction and cooperation between States. One
of these forms is digital diplomacy, which is an alternative means of communi-
cation, which has involved not only representatives of the political elite of the
world community, but also ordinary citizens who have the opportunity to con-
vey their ideas about problems in the field of international relations through
social networks.

Of course, digital technologies cannot completely replace the principles of
diplomacy developed over the centuries, but their adaptation to the goals and
functions of digital technologies has a positive effect on the ways to implement
the main tasks of diplomatic activity, increases the effectiveness of its results and
the level of openness and transparency.

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Abstract. The article examines the problem of professional competence formation in a prac-
tice-oriented educational environment. The key components of professional competencies, includ-
ing cognitive, practical, personal and social aspects, are analyzed. Special attention is paid to the
practice-oriented educational environment as a system integrating theoretical education and prac-
tical training. The main stages of managing the competence formation process, including planning,
organization, implementation and control, are described.

Methods of professional competence formation, such as project training, case studies, internships,
business games, simulations, and mentoring, are discussed in detail. The role of educational institutions
and employers in the training of qualified specialists, their joint participation in the development and
adjustment of curricula, as well as in the organization of internships and internships is emphasized.

The challenges that practice-based education faces are highlighted, including the need to update
educational programs, resource scarcity, and the gap between theory and practice. Prospects related
to the use of digital technologies and the development of systems for assessing the quality of special-
ist training are proposed. The conclusion is made about the importance of an integrated approach
for the successful training of specialists adapted to the requirements of the modern labor market.

In the Kuzbass press of the post-Soviet period, a direction has developed that covers the un-
folding ethnocultural initiatives of the multinational population of the region. In the article, based
on the content analysis carried out by the author, an attempt is made to characterize the stereotypes
broadcast by the regional press through ethnic information. The rather active position of represen-
tatives of indigenous ethnic groups (Shors and Teleuts living in the Kemerovo region) in the creative
understanding and development of their cultural heritage also determined the interested attention
to them from journalists. The variety of forms of ethnocultural self-presentation of peoples, their ac-
cess to the level of socially significant events, as well as constant information support from the media
make it relevant to study the image of this phenomenon, transmitted to the mass consciousness by
the regional press. At the stage of organizational formation of the «ethnocultural revival movement»
in Kuzbass (which fits well into the stated chronological framework), the specifics of its reflection
in the regional periodical press also developed. The latter can be seen quite clearly in the materials
of mass publications on a regional scale (such as the newspapers «Kuzbass», «<Kuznetsky Krai»).
